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Test Procedure
Place 20 drops of the buffer solution in the extraction tube. 
Women

Insert one of the sterile swabs about 2-3 inches into the vagina, and simultaneously swab and rotate for 20-30 seconds.

Men

If asymptomatic or if there is a burning or painful sensation during urination, insert the swab about two inches into the urethra, and swab and rotate for about 20 seconds.

If there are visible symptoms on the penis or foreskin swab that area for 20 seconds.

Place the swab tip into the extraction tube containing the buffer solution.

Rotate and compress the swab against the sides of the tube about 12 times, allowing the swab to absorb solution and then expel it by squeezing.
Remove and discard the swab safely and cap the tube.

Remove the test cassette from the pouch, lay on a flat surface, and add 3 drops of the buffer/extract solution to the small oval window on the cassette.

In a few minutes, you’ll notice a colour migration across the membrane. The test can be read by the coloured bands that appear in 15 minutes and the results are invalid after 20 minutes.

Interpret the results as follows.
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A positive result means the test should be repeated in 3 days and a second confirmatory positive indicates that the infection is still present. You should consult your doctor.
A negative result should be repeated in 15 days and a second negative confirms the infection is not present.

Discard all materials in a manner consistent with disposing of hazardous waste.
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
