Read the complete instructions carefully before proceeding with the test.

Primary Test Procedure

A good sampling technique is important for optimal results.

The areas to be sampled should be free of any cosmetics, creams or lotions etc.

Procedure

Add 15 drops of the reagent solution into the provided extraction tube.

If Visible Symptoms
Using one of the two supplied surgical swabs, swab the affected area vigorously. The best source of biological material for testing is exudates from blisters, or pustules that are evident. Lesions and ulcers can be vigorously scrubbed, or if only dry, crusted material is visible swab this area ensuring the swab picks up some biological material.

If No Symptoms Are Visible
Males

Swab the urethra for about 30 seconds by inserting the tip of the swab inside the penial opening, rotate once and withdraw avoiding contact with any other surface.

Females

Swab inside the vagina and cervix for about 30 seconds and rotate the swab. Withdraw the swab without contacting any other surface.

The swab is immediately inserted in the extraction tube and using a circular motion for about 2 minutes, absorb fluid and expel it by squeezing the swab against the inside of the tube. This squeezing and absorbing should be repeated 6-8 times unless the source of the sample is dry, crusted material in which case it should be repeated 12-15 times since this material is more difficult to extract from. Remove and safely discard the swab.
Remove the primary test cassette from the pouch and add 3 or 4 drops of the solution in the extraction tube to the well of the cassette. Be sure not to drop any solution into the observation window. Wait for coloured bands to appear and the test result can be read in 15-17 minutes. Results after 20 minutes are invalid.
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POSTIVE RESULT:

H

Two colored bands appear on the membrane. One
band appears in the control region (C) and another
band appears in the test region (T).

'NEGATIVE RESULT:
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Only one colored band appears in the control region
(€). No apparent colored band appears in the test
rogion (7).

INVALID RESULT:
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Control band falls to appear. Results from any test
which has not produced a control band at the
specified reading time must be discarded. Please
review the procedure and repeat with a new test.





The most common cause of an invalid result is an improper and insufficient extraction procedure particularly on dry, crusted material. The intensity of the colour in test region (T) is irrelevant.
Positive Result on Primary
If you have obtained a positive result the test should be repeated with the confirmatory test using the same procedure as for the primary test. This second test should be done 3-5 days after the primary test. A second positive result means you have Herpes and should immediately consult a medical professional.

Negative Result on Primary
If you have obtained a negative result the test should be repeated in 10-15 days. If possible, ensure the sample you are using for extraction is from as fluid a source as possible such as blisters, pustules, or mucous membranes. If the sample was from a dry, crusted material and you are again using dry, crusted material be sure to do as extensive an extraction as possible as per the instructions. Failure to do an extensive extraction on dry, crusted material in rare circumstances may result in a false negative test but this is unlikely if you adhere to the instructions.
Testing may be done in as early a stage as possible, even based on the suspicion that you may have contacted the Herpes Simplex I & II virus.

In the event of a definitive positive result not only should you contact a medical professional but there is a social and moral responsibility to notify your sexual partners and to avoid unprotected sexual contact.
